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Article | Alumnus Jane C-J Chao from the sixth graduating class of the
Taipei Medical University School of Nutrition and Health Sciences
and her husband Professor Hsu, Chien-Yeh have set up the
Rei-Yeh Scholarship Application Regulations (hereinafter referred

to as the Regulations) to encourage students who demonstrate
academic excellence.
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Article 1l The quota and amount of the scholarship are as follows:
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1. Allocation of the scholarship once every academic year.
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2. Amount and number of recipients: There shall be a total of 7
awards to be allocated as follows:
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(1) Two awards in the amount of NT$ 6,000 per person for
students in the School of Nutrition and Health Sciences
bachelor's programs.
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(2) One award in the amount of NT$ 6,000 per person for students
in the School of Food Safety bachelor's programs.

(3) One award in the amount of NT$ 10,000 per person for
students in the School of Nutrition and Health Sciences
master's programs.
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(4) One award in the amount of NT$ 10,000 per person for
students in the School of Food Safety master's programs.
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(5) One award in the amount of NT$ 10,000 per person for
students in the Graduate Institute of Metabolism and Obesity
Sciences master's programs.
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(6) One award in the amount of NT$ 20,000 per person for
students in the School of Nutrition and Health Sciences
doctoral programs.
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Article IIl Application eligibility:
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1. Application is limited to currently enrolled students who are juniors
or seniors in the Taipei Medical University College of Nutrition
School of Nutrition and Health Sciences and School of Food
Safety bachelor’s programs, second-year master's program
students in the School of Nutrition and Health Sciences,
second-year master's program students in the School of Food
Safety, second-year master's program students in the Graduate
Institute of Metabolism and Obesity Sciences, and second-year
doctoral program students in the School of Nutrition and Health
Sciences.

2. Students who exhibit moral and academic excellence as well as
have not received any public funds or other scholarships.
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3. Students who were in the top 50% for academic performance in

the previous academic year and received a grade of A or above
for their conduct.
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Article IV Application method: Submit academic transcript from the previous
academic year (including conduct grade), application form,
autobiography and career plan to the College of Nutrition office
between December 1 and December 31 of each year.
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Article V Review method: Applications shall be reviewed and approved by

alumna Jane C-J Chao, as well as reviewed by the College Affairs
Meeting.
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Article VI The Regulations are implemented upon review and approval by

the College Affairs Meeting as well as subsequent review by the

Student Affairs Meeting; the same procedures shall apply to the
amendments.
